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Preface

National Museum in Ni§ would like to present to the public through the exhibition
Archaeological Treasure of Nis from the Neolithic to the Middle Ages and the catalogue
accompanying it the most beautiful and most important objects, which it treasures in
its collections. They originate from the most ancient periods of the history of Ni§ town
whose past the Museum follows and studies. The exhibition includes long period from
around 6000 BC to the end of the 12" century. Within this long period of time life was
going on continuously in this area as it is confirmed by many objects discovered in the
course of archaeological investigations or as chance finds.

Ni§ with its surroundings had been for many millennia the intersection of roads and
crossroads of civilizations. Hence, there are traces of many cultures, people and states in
this area. All segments of this history are not sufficiently known and investigated, as is the
case with medieval period. But just this exhibition and publication should be the stimulus
for future investigation to complete our knowledge about material and spiritual culture of
those lesser known periods of the town history.

Wishing to display in one place all the finds discovered in the territory of Ni§ we included
in the catalogue also the objects, which are now in the collections of National Museum
in Belgrade. Thus for the first time will be displayed and published together objects from
the entire territory of antique Ni§. There will also be exhibited few objects from the wider
territory of Ni§ as Museum immediately after establishment covered the territory of
Moravska Banovina and later also continued to collect important finds from that region.

From the Nis region come three masterpieces of antique art: porphyry head of a tetrarch,
bronze portrait of Constantine the Great and bronze portrait of empress Euphemia.
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The fortuitous finds in 1900 of bronze head of Constantine the Great with traces of gilding
and of a hoard of silver vessels produced in the workshops of antique Ni§ as well as
large hoard of Roman silver coins found in Kamenica in 1936 drew attention of our and
international academic audience to the archaeological treasures of Nis.

And after hundred years NiS$ once again attracted attention of general public on account of
the exceptional and unique discovery of the bronze railing with herms from the beginning
of the 4" century found at Mediana and which will be presented at this exhibition.

PREHISTORY OF THE NIS REGION

“In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
And the earth was without form, and void;

and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the
Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.

And God said, Let there be light: and there was light.”

(Genesis, 1, 1)

The Danube valley as well as the Morava valley according to their geographical position
are, it could be said, the most important natural communications of the central Balkans.
This is the region where two most important Stone Age cultures originated from:
Mesolithic culture of Lepenski Vir from 7% and 6™ millenium BC! and somewhat later
Star¢evo and Vinca — Neolithic cultures of the Late Stone Age (6™ — 5™ millenium), These
two cultures by their material and spiritual achievements denoted Balkans as the center
of European prehistory.?

In the prehistoric times mentioned cultures and not only they played significant role in
development and establishment of many cultures of central and southeastern Europe.

This region is first of all an integral part of main natural communication of the Balkans
(Morava — Vardar route) along which have been running cultural influences and ethnic
migrations within a long period of time, from the early prehistory to the arrival of the
Romans in the Balkans as it is confirmed by archaeological investigations.

This region is via the Nisava river, Sofia basin and the Marica valley connected with
the Aegean and the Near East. Second important transversal links the Nisava valley
via Toplica and western Kosovo with Adriatic coast where Greek colonies Lissus and
Dyrrhachium were established and this is at the same time the shortest way linking the
Danube basin and Adriatic Sea i.e. central Europe with the Mediterranean. The Morava
basin is via the Timok valley well connected with the Lowe Danube and the Carpathian-
Transilvanian region.

Thanks to favorable communications Morava valley played significant intermediary role
between distant cultures. This is confirmed by many traces of material eulture: remains of
settlements, necropoles, tumuli, graves, hoards and single finds.?

From the archaeological point of view the NiS region is one of better investigated areas in
the Balkan Peninsula. There are many scholars who contributed greatly to the investigation
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of this region and most distinguished are A. Nenadovi¢, B. Popovi¢, A. Orsi¢-Slavetic,
V. Fewkes, M. Grbi¢, D and M. Garasanin, R. Ajdi¢. These authors published the results
of their investigations in many articles, studies, catalogues and reports. The results of
investigations at Bubanj and Medijana helped M. GaraSanin to define cultural groups
Bubanj and Medijana.

First register of archaeological sites in the territory of Moravska Banovina, which was
administratively larger than the Ni§ district has been made in the period between two
world wars. At that time also started the work on topography and archaeological map of
Moravska Banovina. Most of acquired archaeological material from that time are single
objects, chance finds, which even as such are relevant for certain archaeological studies.*
Finds from all prehistoric periods have been registered at the mapped sites.

First data on the Paleolithic of Serbia are related to geographer and geologist J. Cviji¢
who investigated cave Prekonoska in the vicinity of Svrljig. In the immediate vicinity of
Nis$ are the sites Carevo korito in Jela$nica and Suplja dupka in Si¢evo gorge.’

Members of Museum Society in Ni§ “site surveying” the area of Velika Cuka in the
village Hum according to the instructions of N. Vuli¢ and V. Fewkes discovered the hill
“Kremenac” in village Rujnik in 1933 and there discovered large site dating from the
Paleolithic period. According to their report “all over the site were encountered large
blocks of stone-flint used by inhabitants of Velika Humska Cuka as quarry for exploitation

of flint for production of tools, arrowheads and other implements and weapons”.°

Fourteen sites from the Early Neolithic period (Staréevo culture, approximately 6%
millenium) have been registered in the closest vicinity of Nis. The emergence of Starcevo
culture in the Balkans is associated with influences of Thracian-Thessalian core (Asia
Minor provenance) of the earliest farming communities from the southeast.’”

Neolithic civilization of the central Balkans, it is assumed, resulted from the contact of two
components: the autochthonous one and one originating from the Near East and Anatolia.
It was the period when hunter-gatherers economy transformed into somewhat different
type of economy characterized by early agriculture, which denotes beginning of organized
food production and animal domestication. There ensued the time of mass production of
pottery, very important because it marked the change in the type of population diet, the
turn from “baking cuisine” to the “boiling cuisine”, preparing the food rich in vitamins
and minerals from cereals, milk and dairy products conspicuous in gracilization of
human skeleton. Sedentary way of life resulted in establishing of permanent settlements.
Production of tools and weapons of polished stone and bone represents the beginning of
various crafts. All these innovations influenced mind of people and their spiritual life,
which we can study through the artistic achievements. The habitation structures included
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in the beginning pit dwellings and later on semi-pit dwelling and aboveground structures.
Settlements were situated on the sunny slopes or river terraces but always close to the
water. The most important sites in the Ni§ region are Cardak in Donja VreZini, Velika
esma in Vrtiste, Kovanluk in Mal¢a, Ciganski kljué in Trupale, Bubanj in Ni§, Civlak in
Gornja Toponica and others.®

Pottery vessels so far unknown in the Neolithic of Serbia that according to some
typological characteristics could be related to some shapes of the pottery of Sesklo culture
in Thessaly’ have been sporadically found at these sites.

From Ni§ and its closest vicinity originate interesting objects dating from this earliest period
of prehistory: large cylindrical axe (cat. 1) used as tool and weapon (has analogies with
axes from Lepenski Vir) wedge-shaped stone hammer (cat. 2), finely polished stone burin
(cat. 6), fragment of the amphora neck with anthropomorphic representation, bone spatula-
instrument (cat. 7) and necklace of fossil hydrozoas-female pectoral decoration (cat. 5).

Vinc¢a culture of the Late Neolithic (574" millenium BC) is known within the wide
area, from south Hungary in the north to the north Macedonia in the south. In the west it
reaches to the Bosna river and in the east to Transilvania.

In our region 18 Vinca sites have been registered: Kovanluk and Radacje in Malca, Seliste
in Trupale, Velika gomila in Gornja Vrezina, Cabura and Bujumirski potok in Bujumir,
Radosinj in Jelasnica, Bubanj in Ni$ etc. Pottery and many figurines from the mentioned
sites are typologically very close to corresponding Vin¢a material in other areas of the
Morava basin, in the Velika Morava valley and in the north Kosovo representing the
uniform cultural core. Figurines occur in many variants, as standing, seated, male and
female (some of them pregnant) statuettes. Among numerous finds from this period the
most distinguishing are ornithomorphic vessel (cat. 10), vessel with phallus (cat. 12), vessel
fragment with representation of centaur (cat. 13), altar with anthropomorphic protomes
(cat. 14), figurines (cat. 15, 16), necklaces made of animal teeth and so on (cat. 17).1°

The Eneolithic Vinca group in the NiSava valley had been interrupted in its development
by intrusion of the bearers of new cultural complex Krivodol-Salcuta-Bubanj, which
emerged and stabilized in the area of Bulgarian and Romanian Danube valley. For this
cultural complex characteristic features are tells or small settlement on the hills like
settlement at Bubanj. They had been continually spread from the Aegean in the south to
the Pannonia in the north."

The largest amount of archaeological sites in the Nis$ basin, 31 in total, have been registered
from the Eneolithic (3200-2000 BC), the transition period from Neolithic to the Metal Age.

The revolutionary change happened at that time in the development of the Balkan-
Danube area. Certain cultural groups discovered mining and metallurgy of copper. Vinca
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culture, among the first in Europe, got acquainted with secrets of metallurgy and started
exploitation of copper ore (malachite), gold and silver.

At first the copper artifacts were extremely rare and exclusively used as jewelry, so they
did not have characteristics of means of production. In addition to raw material it was
necessary to have certain technological skill in order to produce larger quantities of metal.
Also it was necessary to organize transportation of raw materials to the place where
processing had been taking place. In those regions, which among first abandoned Neolithic
tradition and accepted new economy the cultural development was much more dynamic
and consequently it resulted in more intense social differentiation. In connection with that
was more intense advancement of commerce and establishing of connections between
regions and groups thanks to already set up mining centers and workshops. This new
period and emergence of new cultures were characterized by great ethnic shifting running
in many migration waves from the steppes near the Black Sea towards the Balkans.!?

Under such pressure of the newcomers the autochthonous population was displaced or
integrated with newly arrived dynamic elements from the steppes of Ural, Caucasus and
Carpathians. As a result of this mingling of tribes the first communities of Indoeuropeans
in the Balkans ensued."

Material remains, topography and disposition of the finds from this period in Vrtiste,
Vrezina, Malca, Ni$, Bubanj, Hum, Ostrovica, Kravlje, Krastavc¢e, Si¢evacka klisura,
Pasi-Poljana and Toponica have typical characteristics of the ethno-cultural development
of the central Balkans in the Copper Age. In the period of transition from the Neolithic to
the Metal Age within wide area of the Carpathian-Danubian region have been discovered
copper axes with shaft-holes (as single finds or in hoards) explained as universal tools.
Large concentration of these axes is recorded in the ore bearing regions so they are also
explained as mining tools. It seems less probable that these were ingots intended for the
metal trade.

The eponymous sites of this Eneolithic culture are Bubanj and Hum in Serbia, Krivodol in
Bulgaria and Salcuta in Romania. The phase Bubanj — Hum II (Cotofeni-Baden-Kostolac
complex) have also characteristics typical for the early Copper Age. Settlements from
this period are in the plains, on the river terraces or of hillfort type at dominant elevations
suitable for defense, watching and control of communications or the entire valley as it
is the case with settlement established on steep, inaccessible hill, at Velika ¢uka in the
village Hum near Nis."

Houses are aboveground structures made of wattle and daub. Food production and many
pastures, game-rich forests and rivers suitable for fishing made possible the existence of
the settlement during the entire period. The Eneolithic communities in the Morava valley
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are characteristic for the copper objects (cruciform axes cast in molds and weapons) flint
and bone tools (axes and foes of antler and bone awls and the like).'

The initial phases of Bubanj — Hum I cultural group are concurrent with late phases of
the Vinca culture so these phases have not been encountered in the NiS$ region but have
been confirmed in other areas of the Morava valley where there were no intrusions of the
bearers of Bubanj-Hum culture. Pottery is of high quality and there are new previously
unknown shapes. Graphite painting is combined with ocher and red crusted ornaments the
origins of which should be looked for in the Late Neolithic of Thessaly and Macedonia
(Rachmani, Dikili Tash and Crnobuki in Pelagonia). Type of decoration, channeled
ornament and motives (spirals, meanders, triangles) indicate cultural intermixture and
influence of the Vinca culture in the south Morava valley.'®* On some pottery fragments
from multi-layered site Bubanj have been encountered traces of gilding as well as of
copper oxide (malachite). The miniature vessel found at Bubanj, determined as lamp (cat.
29), is painted with green pigment, malachite. (Malachite is mixed with vegetal resins or
fats used as connective element and when joined they polymerize into stable substance
used as pigment). Stone hammer-axes with circular shaft-holes and very diversified
composite bone tools (for agriculture) as well as weapons and other utilitarian objects
have been produced in great quantities in that time.

Intrusion of the bearers of Bubanj — Hum II culture in the Ni$ basin is related to the late
phase of the Baden complex in the Carpathians and in our Danube valley for Kostolac
culture. Elements of this intrusion could be encountered far in the south in Pelagonia, at
the Aegean coast, at Thracian coast and in Albania. Pottery of this period is characteristic
for its shape and polished surface. Most popular shapes are bowls, cups and amphorae.’

This period lasting many centuries and known as Eneolithic terminated by establishing
of the Early Bronze Age culture about 2200 — 1400 BC. Metallurgy was still in increase
and at one moment also commenced the use of copper alloy with other metals — bronze.
Weapons, tools and jewelry had been produced of this metal. Generally speaking this was
the period of stabilization following great migrations of tribes in the Eneolithic. In addition
to agriculture the stockbreeding was also very important in this period. The Bubanj-Hum
IIT culture identified in the latest strata of the Bubanj settlement is characteristic of the
Bronze Age in the Morava valley. For the pottery of this period are characteristic so-
called cantharoi, beakers with two handles, which do not surpass the rim — culture of
two-handled beakers includes Serbian Danube valley and Morava valley. The shapes of
bowls and plates originate from the Eneolithic tradition and when decoration is concerned
its provenance should be looked for in Thrace, within cultural group Ezero. Two-handled
beaker as typical shape could be associated with influences from the Aegean where in
the 3 millenium these shapes had become very popular. On the other hand, Bubanj-
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Hum III culture influenced constituting of the Vatin culture in the south Pannonia and
west Serbia. This culture expanded northward to Jagodina (Ostrikovac I) where it came
into direct contact with early elements of the Vatin group. Thus, beaker of the depas
type for drinking wine, popular in the Aegean that has been found at Bubanj indicates
relations of south Morava with the areas of Beloti¢ - Bela Crkva - Vinkovci group and
with contemporaneous communities in Thrace and Troad in Asia Minor. Similar beaker
but of slightly larger size was found in Bulgaria (Mihali¢). Our specimens also have
analogies with beakers dating from Early Bronze Age of Troy.

The Vatin pottery had been found at Bubanj and Velika Humska Cuka and larger Vatin site
was confirmed at Bubanj.!® All in all seven Vatin sites have been recorded in the Ni§ area.

During Middle and Late Bronze Age we know about cultural phenomena in the Ni§ basin
mostly on the basis of investigations of the sites Bubanj, Hum and Velika ¢esma in Vrtiste.
The existence of Para¢in group, which is particularly well represented in the Velika
Morava valley, has also been confirmed. In the course of archaeological investigations in
VrtiSte conducted by M. Garasanin in 1961 the pottery vessel with spiral decoration on
the body (cat. 49), characteristic of Paracin culture has been found, then mold cast copper
axes and spectacle rings (find from destroyed grave in MedoSevac) that have analogies
with material from the Danube basin (cat. 50)."

Conducting investigations in the vicinity of Leskovac in the south Morava valley in 1950s
M. Garasanin identified specific Late Bronze Age cultural group of advanced Bronze Age
and specified it as Slatina group. According to more recent investigations it turned out
that archaeological material according to which Garasanin identified this cultural group
is segment of typical material of the Brnjica cultural group in the Juzna Morava valley.
At the renown Roman and prehistoric site Medijana near Brzi Brod besides numerous
fragments of the Brnjica pottery there was also encountered the Paracin culture pottery
and at the sites Bubanj and Velika ¢uka in the village Hum the Brnjica culture settlements
have been confirmed.?

Periodization of the Iron Age was special interest among other scholars of M. GaraSanin,
R. Vasi¢ and M. Stoji¢. Period from 1200 BC until 800 BC is considered as transition
period from Bronze to Iron Age. The iron came in use at the turn of 2™ into 1* millennium
and has stayed in use continually since then. In addition to the use of new metal, social
organization, mortuary practice and type of necropoles are elements that essentially
distinguish this period from the previous Bronze Age. For this period is characteristic the
emergence of hollow-cast axes — celts.”!

Our knowledge about this period is based, mostly on the finds from hoards, necropoles and
on chance finds. Because of the insufficiently investigated area the archaeological sites
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dating from the Iron Age are rather small in number in the NiS area. Brief archaeological
excavations have been conducted at only one site of this period, in the village Vrtiste at
the site Breg-Utrine after accidental find of graves (cat. 96, 57), which had been almost
completely destroyed.?

About 1200 BC started the period in the prehistory of Europe and also in the Morava
valley characterized by great migrations and conflicts of the tribes. Groups of people
from the central Balkans shifted towards the Aegean and eastern Mediterranean as part
of so-called Aegean Migration recorded on the third pillar at Medinet Habu where is
recorded a victory of Ramesses III over so-called “Sea People”. This turmoil included
southeast Europe, the Aegean basin and large part of the Near East. These migrations
and conflicts lasted for another couple of centuries. In this period happened the fall of
Mycenaean civilization, collapse of the Hittite kingdom and destruction of Troy in Asia
Minor described by Greek poet Homer in the Iliad (Trojan War into which took part also
tribes from the Balkan hinterland, the Dardanians from the Morava valley?).?

In this period has been encountered at the settlements in the Morava valley certain shifting
and presence of foreign influences as is the case with Gava group finds at Medijana and
Gornja Toponica but life on earlier settlement was not interrupted suddenly and radically.
This was the beginning of specific process of mingling of tribes and cultural merging and
it was the basis for later large and historically confirmed ethnic groups in the Balkans
including Illyrians, Thracians, Dacians, Triballi and Dardanians. The Dardanian element
was predominant in the Juzna Morava valley.**

After great changes and shifting in the previous period the Iron Age II or early Iron Age
(80-6" century BC) was the period of definite stabilization and the time of strengthening
of tribal aristocracy. Two large cultural complexes Carpathian-Lower Danubian and the
western Balkan have been established in the Balkan territory. The valleys of Morava
and Vardar were in the border cultural zone where different cultural influences had
been meeting. For this period is also characteristic the intrusion of Thraco-Cimmerians.
Cimmerians were a nomadic people of the south Russia who were driven thence probably
by the Scythians.”

For the influence of Thraco-Cimmerians in the Juzna Morava valley are related metal
finds from the graves. This influence could be observed in the metal objects for decoration
and horse equipment. In this period also settlements had been organized at elevations
and sometimes even in caves. (PetrlaSka pe¢ina near Caribrod and Cerjanska pecina near
Kamenica in the immediate vicinity of Nis$).

For the earliest phase of Iron Age II, is characteristic the find of bronze lock-ring from
Nis§ (cat. 53).%
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During the 7" and 6™ century BC our regions came in contact with great cultural centers in
Macedonia, Greece and even Italy. These influences are reflected mainly in the luxurious
jewelry. In the village Vrtiste, in destroyed grave has been found by accident spiral gold-
plated silver bracelet shaped as snake. On the head of the bracelet is punctated Greek
inscription INY (cat. 57).7

Hinged silver fibula has been found as chance find at the site Velika Humska ¢uka (cat. 58).
This exceptionally conceived piece of jewelry with naturalistic scene on the head of fibula
(mating of the moths) and according its stylistic traits is a unique find in the Balkans. There
are six whorls shaped as six-pointed star separated by 12 double spirals on the bow of the
fibula. On the fibula catchplate is palmette with small granules (eggs) along the edge and
in the center is incised small circle with rays (solar symbol). This fibula is, primarily, an
expression of shrewdness of the master-goldsmith and sophistication of the one wearing
this jewelry. Complete fibula is an extraordinary record of biological development of
silkworm and looking in profile it resembles the caterpillar of silkworm. This might
be the evidence that silkworm had been raised in the Balkans for silk production much
earlier than it was so far assumed. According to its geographic and climatic characteristics
Balkan is the part of large silk-producing region of Europe and Asia where silkworm is
being raised even today.

Hinged fibulae — Macedonian model originated in the gulf of Thessalonica in the 6™
century BC and have been produced until the 2™ century BC. They had been produced
in Macedonia and thence imported northward in the Balkan hinterland. The simplified
variants of this fibula type have been produced also in the local workshops since the
4% century. They have been encountered in the wide cultural circle from Romania to
Albania. All specimens have on the head stylized representation of male moth of a
silkworm except one from a grave in south Albania that on the head as well as on the
catchplate has representation of the moth. These representations have been explained
in the archaeological literature as representation of bee or snake’s head. Analogies for
our fibula could be found in Kosovo (silver ring from Pecka banja) and in Greek part of
Macedonia (bracelet from Chausica). These finds have been dated into the 5% century
BC.%®

The belligerent tribe of Triballi had under their control the confluence of Nisava and
JuZna Morava from the 6" to the 4" century BC. In that time already established Paleo-
Balkan people Dardanians, Dacians and Moesi (similar to Triballi) had inhabited central
Balkans.” Sporadic finds of Greek pottery in the Juzna Morava valley indicate their
cultural and commercial links with civilized Greek centers in the south Balkans.*

Judging by the finds made of precious metals discovered in the princely tombs this period
is characterized by the rise of tribal aristocracy.’' In the beginning of the 3™ century BC
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from the north emerged the Celts who in large campaigns have been passing through the
Morava valley on theirs way to the rich Greek towns. After the defeat at Delphi in 279
BC the Celts settled under the name of Scordisci around the confluence of the Sava and
the Danube. This historical period lasted from their arrival in the Serbian Danube valley
around 335 BC until the Roman conquest.*

During the 1% century BC the Morava valley came under the Roman control. After so-
called Dardanian war conducted by Caius Scribonius Curion in 75 — 73 BC the Dardanians
were finally defeated. These events marked the end of prehistory and then our regions
become part of written history and at the same time became part of Roman province of
Moesia.

Historical Dardanians had inhabited the region of the Juzna Morava valley, Kosovo and
part of Macedonia.*

First investigations started in 1930s first of all at Mediana and then at other sites (Jagodin-
mala, Bubanj, Velika ¢uka). They explained certain phases in the Ni$ development and
prompted continuous work on the problems of history and first of all archacology of the
Nis region.

Naissus, Ndioccog, Naessus, urbs Naisitana, NoiccoOnoiig, are different variants of the
town name quoted in the written sources about Nis, which is one of two main Dardanian
towns. There are different opinions about the origin of the Ni§ name. Nowadays is
generally rejected the thesis about Celtic origin of this toponym. There are frequent ideas
about Thracian or Illyrian origin but it seems most probable that the name of the town is
of Asia Minor-Etruscan i.e. before Indoeuropen origin.*

Traces of the earliest habitations in Ni§ date from the distant past, from the very beginnings
of prehistory (Early Stone Age). This is confirmed by many chance finds: many fragments
of the StarCevo pottery some of them decorated in the impresso technique have been
found near “Most mladosti”. In the Fortress has been found stone polishing tool nicely
burnished (identified in literature as stone axe) as well as the stone whorl, both from the
Neolithic period. The copper axe of cruciform shape dating from the Eneolithic period
was found near the army barracks (cat. 20). Fragments of the pots of Brnjica cultural
group were discovered in the Ratko Pavlovi¢ street. From Niska Banja come massive
bronze bracelet with overlapping ends dating from Iron Age II and an iron bracelet from
Sarbanovac from the beginning of the Iron Age II is in fact the earliest iron find in the
Nis region. This bracelet is incorrectly quoted in literature as being of bronze and dating
from Iron Age 1.3

One bronze lock-ring made of two-ply wire and typical for the early Iron Age Il was
found at Lozni rasadnik (cat. 53).%
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Three small bronze fibulae of Thracian type dated into the 4" century BC have been found
in Jagodin-mala (cat. 59).%

Near Kazneno-popravni dom was found an iron spearhead from Iron Age I1I and from the
Late Iron Age (La Tene) originate three spearheads also of iron that have analogies with
the spearheads from the site Veliki Vetren on the Juhor mountain near Jagodina.*®

From the wider area of Ni§ (village Drzanovac) originates one beaker, vessel with two
ribbon-like handles surmounting the rim (cat. 61), a form typical for the Celtic pottery
production from the 3 to the 1% century BC. This type of vessel has also been encountered
in many graves.*’

Before Second World War in Bela Palanka had accidentally been found one La Tene fibula
unfortunately lost during the war. In the village Veta near Bela Palanka also accidentally
was found twisted torc of rather thick silver wire with ends tapering and ending in “onion
bulbs”. This exceptionally beautiful piece of jewelry could have come to the Dardanian
territory from some Dacian artistic workshop from the end of 1% century BC or beginning
of the 1% century AD and is related to the so-called Dacian La Tene.*

In Kralja Milana street in the town center has been found wide, conical cup with handle
under the rim, of coarse fabric widely known as Dacian cup.

All mentioned archaeological finds from Ni§ and its vicinity illustrate the life of people
in these areas during many thousands of years. This continuity of Ni§ settlement is best
confirmed by archaeological objects, which reflect in a best way the spirit of people and
explain the time of their origin. As an example of rich cultural heritage it is sufficient
to mention completely investigated archaeological site Bubanj where the life had been
ascertained through 16 phases of prehistory (Stoji¢-Joci€). In its eventful cultural and
historical existence Ni§ as busy crossroads and center of rich and large territory had been
the witness of many events, which for us today represent valuable heritage.

NAISSUS

Roman and antique town Naissus has originated, €xisted, persevered and disappeared in
the western part of spacious Ni§ basin. This valley of irregular oval shape, spreading in
east-west direction is 22 km wide and 44 km long, covering about 630 square kilometers
and is one of the smallest in the Juzna Moraya region. Nevertheless, because of its
geomorphologic character rich in forests, waterways and fertile plains it was ideal for
occupancy, residence and habitation of people who could exist on hunting, fishing and
agriculture from the carliest times until present day.! Surrounded by relatively high
limestone mountain slopes, in the north by Kalafat, in the south by ranges of Suva
planina i the east by Svrljiske planine and in the west by the ranges of Mali Jastrebac
this valley via river valleys of the NiSava, Kutinska reka and Juzna Morava has very good
communication with other valleys of this region — Bela Palanka, Zaplanje, Leskovac and
Aleksinac. Ancient and modern roads linking Europe with Adriatic and Aegean and Black
Sea have been running through these passages and gorges. These roads considerably
contributed to traffic, commerce, economic and cultural communications indispensable
for the life of people of ancient and modern times. Naissus had central position within
Roman province Upper Moesia (Moesia Superior), which included the territory of modern
Serbia. Such remarkably convenient geographic and strategic position of the antique town
contributed to a great extent to its tempestuous life and history during first six centuries
of the new era.

Origin of the town name has not been reliably established and proved so far. Archaeologists,
historians and linguists remained unreconciled and divided in suggesting different
solutions that it is of Celtic,> Thracian,’ Illyrian,* pre-Indoeuropean’® even that it got its
name after the river it had been established on.¢

First military fortification had been established in the final decades of the 1* century BC on
the right bank of the NiSava river in the area where many centuries later was established
the Turkish fortress, which even today has dominant position in the modern town center of
Nis. We know very little about this earliest period. Different Illyrian tribes, Dardanians,’
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Thracians and twice for a short period of time the Celts whose homeland was the distant
Gaul had been living in this area where in historic times Roman town was developing.

It had been mentioned for the first time under its name Naigcog around the middle of the
2" century AD in Geography by Ptolemy who mentioned Naissus as first among four
largest towns in Dardania (1. III, 9). About the development of the town in the second
half of the 2" and well into the 3™ century there is no information in the ancient writers.
Judging by archaeological material, numerous funerary, votive and official monuments
and inscriptions on them we can assume that town continually developed and extended to
the left bank of the NiSava as far as the slopes of Gorica in the south and during that time
passed through urban development typical for all Roman provincial towns. In that time
it acquired the status of municipium and got the right of self-government over wide town
territory, which was of interest for the prosperity of the town and its inhabitants.

The new glorious period in the history and life of Nais (Celtic-Thracian variant of its
name) commenced in the beginning of the 4™ century when Constantine (Caius Flavius
Valerius Constantinus) ascended to the throne of Roman Empire. This emperor born in
Naissus on February 26™ 280 AD under the sign of Pisces® during his thirty years long
reign (306-337) visited his hometown couple of times but he decorated it magnificently®
with majestic and luxurious public buildings of profane and sacred character. During first
decades of the 4™ century in the town were active the workshop for production of military
equipment (fabrica armorum) and officina for production of silver vessels.!

And as all towns and civilizations of the world have according to the unwritten laws of
nature their beginning, life and end, Nais also experienced downfall and collapse in the
5% and 6™ century AD. This period was disastrous and horrendous as for the inhabitants
of the Balkans but also for the Roman Empire in general. In the Balkan Peninsula and in
eastern Europe ensued great social and ethnic turmoil and migrations of numerous people
and tribes, which destroyed defensive systems along the Danube and in their plundering
campaigns devastated towns in Illyricum and Thrace. During these attacks Ni§ had been
conquered few times. It suffered first siege and destruction by the Huns in 441 AD,
then by Goths in 471, Slavs in 578-579 and most probably by Avars in 587. After these
destructions town population found refuge in the south, in the fortified Thessalonica."
Life in the town died out around 614 AD and it is considered to be the end of antiquity in
Naissus. Its remains are nowadays deep down under the Turkish fortress and modern Nis.
Fortunately, even indirectly we can gain partial insight in its social, spiritual, historical,
cultural and economic life through archaeological material displayed at this exhibition.
This material has been discovered mainly in the destroyed town and in the neighboring
settlements and in the necropoles — “cities” of the dead and it is chronologically classified
according to the authors who studied this material.
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History of Investigations

Initial archaeological investigations of Naissus and its close surroundings are related to
Felix Kanitz (1824-1904) Austrian traveler, historian and archaeologist that visited the
ruins of the town four times. In 1850 he registered few Roman monuments within Turkish
fortress. During his second stay in 1864 he continued investigations in the fortress and
started first and only excavations at Mediana. Besides remains of the ramparts of military
fortification (within modern establishment of EI enterprise), which safeguarded main
communication leading eastward Kanitz also investigated monumental structure in the
northwestern plain section of the settlement. By all appearance it was so-called “sacred
structure” the walls of which had been at that time visible up to 2 meters! He also visited
Nis in 1887 and 1889 and on these occasions he investigated town and the surroundings
meticulously recording and drawing all structures, gathering all the data important for the
town history.

In the end of 19" and in the beginning of the 20" century Ni$ has been visited by Milan
Milicevi¢, MihajloValtrovi¢ and Nikola Vuli¢ who each from his point of view and interest
investigated history, culture, monuments and customs related to antique and contemporary
local population.

More comprehensive archaeological investigations of antique sites in the Ni§ territory
started only between two world wars. Thanks to the group of Ni$ enthusiasts and admirers
of antiquities Aleksandar Nenadovi¢, Borivoje Gojkovi¢ and Bora Popovi¢ as well as to
numerous respected Ni§ citizens the excavations at Mediana, the largest so far known
antique settlement in the vicinity of Naissus have started in 1932. Unexpectedly valuable
and significant results from 1935 resulted in construction of museum building above
the foundations of one building with mosaic floor. Nowadays the permanent exhibition
of objects discovered at this site is displayed in this building. Numerous systematic
archaeological investigations of Nais and Mediana had been undertaken from 1960s until
today and directors of these investigations were Miodrag Grbi¢, Ljubica Zotovi¢, Milutin
Garas$anin, Petar Petrovi¢, Miloje R. Vasi¢ and participants in these investigations were
numerous scholars from Institute of Archaeology in Belgrade and Ni§ Museum.

Artistic and artisan production

Traces of the noble art of painting, fresco ensembles on the walls and ceilings of Early
Christian tombs have been registered at few locations in the east quarter of Ni§, known
today as Pantelej. Tombs discovered in 1933 and in 1953 belonged to the antique
necropolis of Naissus and are regarded as unique in the Balkans for their decoration. They
have been dated in the end of 4" and the beginning of the 5" century AD."
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The complete interior of the barrel-vaulted tomb discovered in 1953, lateral walls and
burial compartments have been painted in the fresco technique. Motives painted include
palm twigs, vine with grapes, railing of Eden with herms, Christogram and four standing
figures two of which to the left and right of the entrance are identified as apostles Peter
and Paul (Figs. 1-3).

Mosaics are preserved only as floor decoration at three sites — at Gradsko polje,'* villa
rustica at foothill of Vinik's and at Mediana.'¢ Structure with octagonal room with spacious
vestibule at Gradsko polje had most probably been official imperial residence or house of
some important official in Naissus. Preserved mosaic floors are identical in quality and
geometric motives with floors from Mediana. Fragments from Vinik also of geometric
design lag behind former ones in the quality of manufacture.

Mosaics at Mediana, discovered in thermae, porticos of peristyle and in triclinium of villa
suburbana are generally geometric with various double interlace, meanders, swastikas,
rhombuses, peltae and semi-circles. There are various floral motives including foliage
and one depicting stylized lotus flower. The mosaics are preserved in the rooms of
villa covering an area of 471.5 square meters and have been made of small squares of
white, brown and red color of stone, brick and marble. The only figural mosaics were
discovered in the already mentioned villa, in the triclinium, and they represent head of
Medusa and reclining figure of river deity (Hebrus?)”7. Geometric mosaic compositions
repeating rhythmically are of vivacious colors and with almost impressionistic contrasts.
Considering the type of ornaments they are similar to the mosaics from Sirmium, Ulpiana,
Stobi and Heracleia and originate from lesser-known workshop, which cherished very
precise, concise and slightly cold almost classicistic style.'

Fragments of sculptures discovered so far in the town itself, in the NiSava river, at Mediana
and in the wider urban area could be classified into three groups. First group includes
imperial portraits, the other one includes portraits and statues of mythological deities and
third one the relieves.

There are not many towns in Europe and in the world that could boast three imperial
portraits from the 4™ —6™ century AD. According to their significance for Naissus the first
place belongs to the life size hollow-cast bronze portrait of Constantine (cat. 129). Head
was discovered in debris of right embankment pier of the Roman bridge the remains of
which are still visible when water level is low near the south Stambol gate of the Nis
fortress. It belonged to the life size or larger than life size statue of emperor standing at
Forum, central square of the antique town. It is dated about 324 AD and is today in the
National Museum in Belgrade.
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From the same period or slightly earlier dates the head of diarch or tetrarch (cat. 130)
made of red porphyry. It has been discovered by chance in the debris of northern part of
Turkish fortress in 1958. It could be assumed judging by the finding place that it was also
the head of Constantine and according to the part preserved behind the head it could be
compared to renown group of tetrarchs at the corner of facade of the church of St Mark
in Venice.

In 1958 in the vicinity of village Balajnac to the east of Ni§ have been discovered and
acquired from the founder for the Ni§ Museum the head of Byzantine empress (cat. 189).
It is of life size and made of hollow-cast bronze and it was part of the statue of Euphemia
or Theodora, wife of Justin or Justinian. It is dated into the time around 530 and had been
probably standing at the forum of so far insufficiently investigated site situated to the
southwest of the village.

Within the group of portraits and sculptures of deities first place belongs to the statues
of Asclepius and Hygieia (cat. 73-74). made of red African porphyry and with Greek
inscriptions on their bases. These are only Greek inscriptions in Nais, which during all
six centuries of existence and history belonged to the Latin-speaking milieu. Statues
have obviously been imported and there is a possible explanation about their owners and
dedicators."”

From the same group find discovered at Mediana in 1972 come many marble statues of
Dionysus, “licentious bachelor and merry-andrew, greatest troubadour and philanderer in
the Zeus Olympus pantheon”” along with statues of Heracles the greatest and strongest
Greek hero. In addition, also worth mentioning are portraits of their followers Bacchantes
(cat. 67) and Satyrs (cat. 71, 82) as well as portraits of Fortuna, goddess of fate and good
fortune.

Judging by the finding place, the largest agricultural settlement perhaps also patrimonium
or official imperial residence of which luxurious villa suburbana® was an integral part
we can conclude that in addition to formal, official sculpture there also flourish profane
sculpture dedicated to the deities of well-being, health, soil fertility, vegetation and simple
rural life of inhabitants and natives of Naissus in the time of great crisis of the Empire
during the 4" century.

Sculptures from Mediana had mostly been decapitated during religious controversies and
quarrels between pagans and more and more numerous Christians.?

Fortunately, last few years had been fruitful at this site as two heads of Fortuna have been
found (cat. 86—87) but they do not match with any of the statues discovered earlier.

If it should be allowed to this author to choose just one portrait from this group it would
have been the head of boy (cat. 69). Although this head was found in the Nisava riverbed
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water for many centuries was not able to destroy childlike smile that could be considered
as distant antecedent of the same smile.

In contrast to portraits and sculptures the relieves are rather rare archaeological finds in
Naissus and its vicinity. They could be classified in two groups, relieves with mythological
deities and civilian or military relieves. It is important to mention that both groups belong
to the mobile votive material, which arrived in Naissus together with their devotees and
owners. First group includes relieves dedicated to the Pantheon of Jupiter. In addition
to Europa on the Bull (cat. 65), Jupiter and Juno (cat. 64) there are two important
Mithras’ icons from RaZzanj (cat. 88) and Mramor near Ni§ (cat. 89) that deserve our
attention because of their iconography but also because of their provenance. It is common
knowledge that cult of Mithras came to this part of the Empire from the East and that in
the time of Hadrian (2™ century AD) spread over the entire antique world. This belief in
the Persian deity of light is based on dualistic teaching of Mazdaism about permanent
conflict of good and evil. Mithras’ followers were merchants, slaves, liberated slaves and
distinguished, respected and loyal Orientals who have mostly been customs officials in
Naissus and its surroundings. This conclusion is suggested by the fact that there were
most probably two customs stations to the west and north of Naissus. By their quality
and technique of manufacture these relieves fall greatly behind the marble portraits and
sculpture.

Group of small bronze figurines in Ni§ Museum is represented by a dozen specimens
of male and female deities and their followers. Precedence when quality of modeling
and manufacture are concerned goes to well-known Jupiter on the Throne (cat. 91)
which according to certain details could be identified also as Asclepius.” It has been
found by Vladimir Domazet from Ni§ in the NiSava riverbed in 1938 and donated to
the Museum. Statuette represents idealized mythological deity. It was made by hollow
casting according to the technique of the famous Pergamon School. Other statuettes could
be classified within typical Roman repertoire of deities, the guardians of light, earth and
nature, roads and life in general. Considering their dimensions they have been displayed
in house niches and lararia of their devotees.

The beginning and the end of the 20" century have been marked in Ni§ by two important
finds. In 1900 the head of Constantine was found and in 2000 bronze railing with herms
was found at Mediana (cat. 131). Judging by the busts of deities, Asclepius and Luna,
heads of Medusae and lions this railing guarded entrance to some private or sacred area. It
is possible that it has been part of the interior of official imperial area where ruler used to
appear to the masses of civilians and soldiers. It could have been the entrance to the apse
of triclinium of large luxurious villa at Mediana where by all appearances have stayed for
a short while many 4" century emperors on their passage to the East.
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This group also includes objects for everyday use: bowls, flagons and lamps. Most of
them reveal traces of lathe working, soldering and repair indicating indirectly the value,
importance and prolonged use.

Particularly interesting is cylindrical measure (cat. 100) discovered in 1972 together with
many different objects in a hoard in the fortress. The three-line inscription informs us
the Uranius probably of Greek origin had been the controller of weights and measures
used for collecting taxes and tributes in kind.> It is interesting that this vessel used for
weighing certain amount of cereals, oil, vine and the like was taking up volume of 818
cubic centimeters and was not equivalent to standard Roman sextarius (547 cm?).

As we mentioned above a workshop (officina) for production of silverware is confirmed in
Naissus in the first decades of the 4" century. The hoard of silver vessels with inscriptions
dedicated to Licinius (cat. 120—-121, 190, 192) well known here and abroad was discovered
by chance in NiS§ in 1900. Owing to the circumstances many of these vessels became part
of museum and private collections in Europe and worldwide. Their exact number* and
finding place® are not established with certainty. At this time we know that two vessels
are in National Museum in Belgrade (cat. 120-121), and one in Vienna (cat. 190), London
(cat. 191) and Boston (cat. 192) respectively. As it seems specimens now in London and
Boston previously were in private collections in Pancevo and Lausanne.” The inscription
SIC X SIC XX occurs except on these vessels only on coins and indicates that they had
been produced for celebration of Licinius’decennalia, X for soluta and XX for suscepta.®
These shallow calotte-shaped bowls had been donated to respected military and civil
servants meritorious for his long reign. To these or some other persons also belonged
plates, deep bowls and one jug.

The elaborate artisan production is confirmed by silver ingots discovered in Bulgaria
(cat. 197-198) as well as by one gold ingot discovered in Romania (cat. 196) that reached
those regions as semifinished articles. The diversity of artisan products manufactured in
Nis is also confirmed by fireclay moulds (cat. 115-119). It is worth mentioning that one
of them (cat. 117) matches the above mentioned Licinius’ plates.”

The Roman Collection in the Ni§ Museum houses considerable amount of jewelry made
of gold, silver, bronze, glass paste and iron in the various techniques including casting,
filigree, embossing, engraving and polishing. Jewelry as specific manifestation of spiritual
and material culture of the certain ethnic group could be generally classified in two groups
—utilitarian and religious-aesthetic.” Utilitarian group includes jewelry used for body and
dress decoration. Religious-aesthetic character of jewelry means that it was used on the
body or dress as means of protection from magic powers of destruction and death and to
bring hope, emancipation and salvation of the soul. Example of the first group is fibula
with portraits (cat. 154) which could have been presented to and worn by some important
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individual of high military or civil rank from Naissus. Second group of soteriological-
apotropaic character includes part of jewelry from Nova Bozurna (cat. 132).

Collection of Roman and antique glassware includes about sixty vessels, which were
used in everyday life and mortuary practice of the Christians buried in the large urban
necropolis partially investigated from 1956 to 1967.>' The most numerous are lacrimaria
and balsamaria that have been found exclusively in the graves as grave offerings. They
are of various size, color and shape made of cast or blown glass and with subsequently
applied glass threads and handles joining rim and body of vessels. Such technique was
used for manufacturing cups, goblets, bottles and flagons. Particularly interesting is
two-handled bottle (amphora) with spherical body and ring-like massive stem (cat. 169)
discovered in the niche of barrel-vaulted tomb in 1954. The vessel had been closed with
a cork sealed with wax and in it was preserved yellowish solution. Thanks to the efforts
of A. Nenadovi¢, long time director of Ni§ Museum the analysis of this liquid had been
performed in Germany. But to our and their regret instead of expected vine the German
chemists discovered that it was plain blessed water, which sixteen centuries ago was
of much better quality than the water in Cologne in the beginning of 1970s! It is worth
mentioning that glass vessels from the Early Imperial period (15-2" century AD) have
not been so far encountered in Naissus. It is only too understandable if we remember that
first such objects have been brought in this region by the army in the time of consolidation
in the 3™ century. In spite of the fact that workshops for glass production are not recorded
in the Naissus municipal territory, most of discovered glassware could be attributed to the
local production of the 31-5" century AD.»

There are twenty bone and antler objects displayed at this exhibition. Their production
experienced expansion in the time of economic crisis and barbarian invasion in the second
half of the 3 and in the 4™ century. According to their purpose they could be classified
as objects for everyday use (combs, pendants, hairpins and pins used for attaching
and fastening pieces of clothing), fragments of handles or plating of various tools and
weapons, pharmaceutical or cosmetic implements and pieces for hazardous games.** This
latter group is represented by game kit (cat. 173) discovered in the Late Roman necropolis
at Gradsko polje in 1962. In this grave have been found olive green glazed two-handled
vessel, glass goblet (cat. 162), twenty circular bone counters, two marble counters and
two dice. There is nine unmarked pieces and others are marked with three, four, five
and seven engraved circles. This set included the board, which is not preserved. One of
board games with various denominations of counters and the board similar to modern
chess had been called /udus latronculorum and the other similar to modern “Frustration”
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was called duodecim scripta. There was a gambling game called talus where variously
marked pieces denoted various values of dice throwing and the highest value was called
Venus and lowest canis.** This Ni§ game set had been used for playing duodecim scripta
or ludus latronculorum as it has 11 unmarked and 11 marked pieces for two players.*

NIS IN THE MIDDLE AGES

The archaeological investigations of Ni§ medieval past are not in accordance with its
importance. There are many gaps even in the periods mentioned in historical sources
because archaeological material does not confirm the data from these sources or confirms
them only partially. This could also relate to the period of Great Migration, from the end
of 4™ until the beginning of the 7™ century although Roman limes as a boundary between
antique and barbarian world had been endangered by barbarian invasions already from
the middle of the 3" century. In that time had been recorded intrusions across the Danube
and in the Empire of Germans, i.e. Goths who raging through the interior of Balkan
peninsula reached Naissus where they were defeated by Claudius II Gothicus (268-270)
in 269 AD. After period of relatively stable peace that ensued in the Balkan provinces of
Roman Empire thanks to the reforms of Diocletian (284-305) and Constantine I (306—
337) in the end of 4 century barbarians increased their pressure on the defensive Limes
and that resulted in abandoning of certain positions on the left Danube bank. It was the
period of great migrations when Huns moved westward passing through “Gateway of
People” between Black and Caspian Sea in 375 the year of death of emperor Valentinian
I (364-375). This year also marks the end of one and beginning of other historical period
denoted as Great Migration, which could not be strictly separated from Late Roman and
Byzantine epoch neither from historical nor cultural point of view. Passing through the
Russian steppes Huns set in motion Alans and Goths and that resulted in great chaos,
raging and destruction best described in a letter by St Jerome to Heliodorus in 396 AD:
“...there is already 20 and more years that between Constantinople and lulian Alps the
Roman blood has been shed every day and Goth, Sarmatian, Quadian, Alan, Hun, Vandal,
Marcoman rage, plunder and destroy Sevthia, Thracia, Macedonia, Dardania and both
Pannoniae...”

These movements followed by destruction in the end of 4" and the beginning of 5" century
did not spare the territory of Naissus when considerable segment of unfortified settlement
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at Mediana have probably been destroyed.? From that settlement, from Late Roman horizon
(trench 215) originates rather small bronze arc fibula with broad rhomboid catchplate and
semicircular flat head (cat. 199). This type of fibulae as archaeological material of the first
wave of migration is related to the Chernahov — Sintana de Mures culture distributed in
Ukraine, Moldavia and Romania. This fibula seems to be the southernmost find of this
type in the territory of Serbia’ that reached this area most probably after migration of the
bearers of the mentioned culture originating from the Lower Danube area and northern
coast of the Black Sea. The Goths are predominant but not exclusive element in the ethnic
structure of this culture as it was based also on other ethnic elements but fundamental and
autochthonous was Daco-Getan ethnic element. Emperor Aurelian (270-275 AD) under
pressure of barbarians from Ukrainian steppes was forced to abandon Transdanubian
Dacia, which partially overlaps with distribution of Chernahov — Sintana de Mures culture,
which lasted until the departure of Visigoths to the west in 406 AD. However, the traces
of this culture continued to exist even in the first half of the 5™ century in the Danubian
provinces of the Empire.*

Already in the beginning of the 5" century when Visigoths under Alaric left Balkan
Peninsula on their way to Italy there occurred Huns as new barbarian threat. During Attila’s
campaign in 441 Naissus suffered immense destruction. In Priscus, renown Byzantine
diplomat, we can find description of the situation he encountered on his passing through
Naissus in 448: “When we reached Naissus we found the town completely deserted as
it had been razed to the ground by enemies (Huns)...” Presence of Huns after 441 AD
i1s mainly confirmed in the horizons of destruction as is the layer of destruction of one
Late Roman structure at Trg JNA in NiS. In a grave, which could be related to the small
necropolis on top of this layer in S. Paunovica street® was found a pair of rather small
silver earrings of polyhedral shape (cat. 201). Such earrings are within catalogue of
barbarized Late Roman production related to various German tribes, like Goths, Gepides,
and Langobardi.” Occurrence of these earrings consisting of rather thick hoop with
touching ends and polyhedral pendant is related to intrusion of German tribes, first of
all Ostrogoths in Pannonia and the Balkans.® They are only exceptionally encountered in
Sintana de Mures culture and in its refined shape such earrings became characteristic of
Ostrogothic costume and decoration system.’

After Attila’s death in 453 and victory of anti-Hunnish coalition in 454 as best organized
besides Gepides emerged Ostrogoths who under Theodoric left from Thrace to Italy in
488. Although they stayed for a while in Naissus where they had even small garrison in
the second half of the 5 century' there are only few archaeologically confirmed traces
of their presence. There is one gold finger ring of their favorite polychromatic style,
probably part of grave association. It had been discovered near former army barracks in
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Nis and acquired for the National Museum in Belgrade (cat. 200). This finger ring, which
ornamental head (resembling rings decorated in cloisonné technique) consists of two
larger and two smaller cross-placed settings for stone or some other now missing inlay
had been made after similar types of rings (characterized by ornamental head consisting
of many settings for semiprecious stone or paste). The hoop of this finger ring was made
of segments with last segments branching off and terminating in volutes thus resembling
fibulae of cicada type." The polychromatic style used combination of various materials,
colors, shapes and decorations for each individual object, which was produced in the
Pontic antique workshops “according to barbarian taste”. From goldsmith’s workshops
on the Black Sea coast, in Georgia and south Russia the polychromatic style by the agency
of barbarian tribes first of all Ostrogoths who reached Danube basin in the end of the 4
century spread westward and covered the entire antique world. Higher social classes of
the Ostrogoths who as foederati settled in the towns of Empire possessed this type of
jewelry but it is difficult to determine its ethnic provenance without reliable data on the
finding conditions.

Silver bracelet with open and slightly rounded and undecorated ends, grave find from
Jagodin-mala in Ni§ (cat. 202) belongs to the well-known type of female jewelry very
popular among Germans from the 5% to the 7™ century and particularly widely spread in
the 6™ century in our territory as well as throughout many European countries.'

Limes and fortification system in the hinterland of the Balkans destroyed by the Huns had
been restored in the time of Justinian (527-567) due to the imminent danger of invasion
of Cutrigures and Slavs in the territory of the Empire. Among barbarian tribes, which in
the middle of the 6™ century crossed the Danube are mentioned Slavs as well as Avars who
in 559 subdued Cutrigures and in 567 occupied Pannonia. After capturing of Sirmium in
582 they started to destroy northern parts of Byzantine Illyricum and that resulted in
penetration of Danubian Slavs as far as Greece. Destruction of Danubian limes by the
Avars between 593 and 596 made possible Slavic colonization of the Balkan Peninsula in
the beginning of the 7™ century. This practically marks the end of Great Migration, which
covers the period from settling of barbarian (east German and Iranian) tribes in the end
of 4™ century until consolidation of Slavs and Bulgarians during 7" century at least when
Roman Balkan provinces to the south of the Sava and the Danube are concerned.'

From the Early Byzantine, final period of Migration, comes one gold earring (cat. 203)
found in a grave in Naissus but acquired for the National Museum in Belgrade. This
earring has on an elongated hoop attached pear-shaped pendant decorated with granules,
which make rhomboid and pyramidal motives. The hoop is damaged but it probably had
open and touching ends. Large number of types and variants of the earrings with attached
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pendant developed in the Early Byzantine period. This development under Byzantine
and Byzantine-Pontic influence could be recognized in the use of decorative motives
consisting of triangular and rhomboid fields made of rows of granules. The earring from
Nis$ tomb, luxurious product of precise manufacture is certainly the work of Byzantine
goldsmiths but used by barbarians most probably Avars. This earring dates from the 6™
or the beginning of the 7™ century taking into account that Avars already in 614-615
conquered and destroyed all towns in north Illyricum.

Joint forces of Avars and Slavs overflowed the Balkan regions in the beginning of the 7%
century and it resulted in a collapse of Byzantine military system and administration in
the most of conquered regions. This also marked the beginning of permanent settling of
the Slavs in the northern Balkans. Fortifications along the Limes were abandoned and the
Danube frontier was left unprotected during the wars of Byzantium under Phocas (602—
610) and Persia and as a consequence population of the Danube towns and population
of Serdica, Philipopolis and Naissus found refuge in fortified Thessalonica. Byzantium
maintained its control over large towns of northern Illyricum and Thrace but only until
615 when Avars finally destroyed them. Invasion of Avars and Slavs in 614 marked final
fall of Byzantine Naissus, noticeable in cessation of money circulation in the time of
Heraclius (610—641).'

All finds from Ni§ displayed at this exhibition were made in techniques favored among
barbarian especially German tribes. This particularly refers to the fibula from Mediana
with principal remark that when precise context of find is not known the ethnic attribution
should be very cautious if at all possible.

There are no written documents for the 7 and 8™ century so about settling and development
of the Slavs in the Ni§ area could not be said much more than we know from scarce
Byzantine sources, which mostly contain information about wars and military campaigns.
Even though it is probable that first Slavic settlements had been established on the ruins
of antique town already in the 7™ century for them and for rather long period after Slavic
occupation of the town we still do not have reliable archaeological evidence. Hence, on
this occasion we paid more attention and with reason to the period from the 11™ century,
i.e. to the 12" century when Ni§ region was in the time of great zupan and most famous
Serbian ruler of the 12" century Stephen Nemanja (1166-1196) constitutional part of
Serbian state “...he added to his ancestral lands also the area of Nis to the end...”.'* Ni§
had been exceptionally important point in the Morava-Vardar valley as for Serbia but
also for Byzantium, which had important stronghold in NiS§ since the reign of Alexius
I Comnenus (1081-1118) when after military and administrative reform theme Ni$
was instituted with dux who exerted military and civilian authority. In the time when
Nemanja had taken over the supreme power in Serbia on the Byzantine throne had been
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Manuel I Comnenus (1143—-1180) and during his rule the Comnenus epoch reached its
zenith. Emperor Manuel visited Ni§ often and during one of his military campaigns in
the NiS area those two renown rulers had met: “...this pleasing to God, emperor Manuel
.. arriving in the vicinity of Nis and wishing to see him sent for him to come ... and
impressed by wisdom of the youngster he distinguished him with imperial dignity...”."
During the reign of Manuel I Comnenus Serbia acted well intentionally “despite opposite
feelings in her heart” and tried not to jeopardize the agreed vassal relations but still used
every convenient opportunity for further struggle against Byzantium. Thus Nemanja tried
to gain an accomplice in German emperor Frederick I Barbarossa when in the western
Europe had been revived an idea of the Crusade against Muslims in the Near East. The
Crusade started from France, Germany and Flanders and armies were going via Hungary
and the Balkans towards Constantinople. Nemanja with his brother Stracimir met German
emperor in 1189 in Ni§, town he intended to make his capital. Nemanja, in addition to
valuable gifts, offered to Barbarossa military alliance and vassalage for all Byzantine
territories he had already conquered and which he intended to conquer. Ni§ was not only
important military stronghold, well-fortified town with large number of inhabitants, with
advanced local production, which stimulate trade and commerce but also an important
religious center since the 11" century. There is an imperial charter of Basil IT (976 — 1025)
from 1020 where Ni§ bishopric is established among bishoprics of Ohrid archbishopric
as one with largest number of clergymen. All this confirms that Ni§ within Byzantine
administrative system and during one relatively peaceful period in the end of the 12
century reached considerable level of development. This is confirmed by archaeological
finds from two necropoles within urban territory “Glasija” and “St. Panteleimon” that
distinguish among other medieval necropoles in Serbia by abundance of found material.

The necropolis “Glasija” has been discovered at the elevation Glasija to the southwest
of NiS§ fortress and in the immediate vicinity of primary school “Vuk Karadzi¢”. Section
of the necropolis was destroyed in the course of construction of the school building in
1959 so in 1975 excavations only a segment of necropolis including 77 graves has been
investigated. It is typical medieval necropolis in regular rows that damaged Late Roman
profane structure. Archaeological material found at the necropolis mostly consists of
jewelry of bronze, silver and glass paste. Worth mentioning are pair of silver earrings of
“Volin” type executed in the filigree and granulation technique with thin silver wire ten
times wound around grape-like pendant (cat. 204), strings of glass paste beads 1,76 — 4,70
meters long (cat. 219-221), bronze pendant of cruciform shape with setting for enamel
(cat. 208), silver finger ring with head consisting of silver foil setting encircled with large
granules and with dark blue glass paste inlay (cat. 214) and only two concave coins, one
of Manuel I Comnenus (1143—1180) and other of Isaac II Angelus (1185-1195).

The site “St. Panteleimon™" is situated on the right bank of the NiSava river in the
immediate vicinity of the church constructed in 1878 and dedicated to St. Panteleimon.
There are remains of two cult structures, early Christian basilica from 4*—5" century
and 12th century medieval church, foundation of Stephen Nemanja (1166—1196) with
medieval necropolis from 12"-13™ century. Stephen Nemanja founded many churches
“in his fatherland” as recorded his son Stephen Nemanji¢ Serbian great zupan from 1196
to 1217 and king from 1217 to 1227 in his writings about life and deeds of holy father
Symeon. In addition to the churches of Mother of God and St Nicholas near KurSumlija,
Studenica and St Michael in Skopje he mentioned St Panteleimon in Ni§ and this is the
first written record about this endowment about which neither before nor after Stephen
Nemanji¢ there is no reliable data “...and he built the church dedicated to the holy great
martyr Panteleimon in the town of Nis...”*® Within partially investigated necropolis 149
graves had been discovered in two horizons of interment so there are many graves disturbed
by later burials. Archaeological finds mainly consist of jewelry of bronze, silver, stone
and glass paste. Of particular interest are large silver earrings (pair) of “Volin” type in the
filigree and granulation technique (cat. 223), small icon of the Virgin carved in steatite
(cat. 222), finger ring with inlaid almandite of garnet type (cat. 231), buttons of bronze
(9 specimens) and bone (5 specimens) from grave 129 (cat. 227, 228). Worth mentioning
are 13 crosses of various material and very different in shape. There are 9 crosses used as
pendants carved of oil shale (cat. 239), micaceous or kaolinitic clay (cat. 240) or of high
quality steatite (cat. 241-243) and serpentine (cat. 244-245). Four crosses are of reliquary
type, two obverses with representation of Crucifixion and a saint without signature (cat.
246-247) one reverse with engraved representation of St Michael (cat. 249) and one
complete reliquary cross with representation of Crucifixion and busts of Evangelists on
the obverse and representation of Virgin Orant with busts of Evangelists on the reverse
(cat. 248). There has also been found certain amount of coins mainly Byzantine of concave
type but there are also Roman coins in the secondary use.

FINDS AND CIRCULATION OF COINS FROM 4™
CENTURY BC TO 12™ CENTURY
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Nis is the town of long and rich history. Situated at the 1 @_gsecti n6&6ad§'and~l:ivilizations
it preserved the traces of many cultures and people. Its"distant past is-illuminated by

remains of material culture brought to light in the course of archaeological 1nvest1gat10ns
or discovered as chance finds. Segments of this material culture are also the coin finds.

The earliest coins originating from Ni§ and its vicinity indicate commercial connections
with Greek and Roman world. Since that time, through centuries and civilizations, currency
as means of exchange of goods has been confirmed in this area by frequent and large
finds.! Coin finds are the main basis for investigation of local economic circumstances
and participation of currency in exchange of goods. In that regard finds of coin hoards are
of primary importance. However, single finds are no less important if we have reliable
data on finding place and circumstances.

The use of currency in the Ni§ region commenced in the pre-Roman times. There is an
opinion that silver coins of Damastion had been in circulation already in the 4" century
BC. The hoard consisting of about 100 specimens of this silver currency has been found in
the vicinity of Nis.2 References in professional literature® and small number of specimens
that we have* imply that coins of Greek towns,” Macedonian rulers and Diadochi (cat.
251)5 as well as Paeonian kings (cat. 250)” have been in circulation in this area in the
3" century BC. After the fall of Macedonia under Roman control in the 2™ century BC
there occurred the coins of First Macedonian region (cat. 253) and of Thasos (cat. 252),
town that had a monopoly on trade with Balkan countries.® Since that time drachmae of
Apollonia (cat. 254) and Dyrrhachium (cat. 255) had been much more in use.” Money of
these Corcyran colonies had great significance in the monetary circulation in the Balkan
area.' It is also the most numerous money, after Roman Republican denarius, which we
encounter in the central Balkan area in the 1* century BC.
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Romansilver coin, denarius, introduced by monetary reform after Second Punic War (218—
211 BC) remained in circulation for more than 400 years and was most important coin of
the Roman Republic as well as of the Empire. Republican denarius highly valued because
of quality and fine style is represented in considerable amount in this area and originates
mostly from single finds. Higher inflow of Roman Republican denarius commenced in
the middle of the 2™ century BC (cat. 256, 257). Roman Republican denarius was the
most frequently encountered money in this area in the 1% century BC (cat. 258, 259).
The denarii intended mainly for army needs started to reach this area intensively after
Octavian Illyrian war (35-33 BC). Particularly numerous are finds of legionary denarii
of Mark Antony minted for army and navy ahead of battle of Actium in 31 BC. They
have on the obverse representation of galley and on reverse legionary eagle between two
standards and number of the legion to which they were dedicated (cat. 260)."

Coins from the period of Roman Empire are very abundant in Naissus and its territory.
The coins are made of all three metals: gold, silver and bronze and there are also different
denominations.

Single finds of Roman Imperial coins could be chronologically classified from the 1% to
the middle of the 5™ century. Denarius remained in use as main means of payment until
242 AD when it disappeared from use entirely. The hoards of silver coins dating from
Roman Imperial time are important and often they are the only source of our knowledge
about political, economic and social circumstances in this part of the Empire. Along with
coins from early Imperial times there are often found in the hoards also the Republican
denarii, which are frequently countermarked with one or more countermarks.

In the territory of antique Naissus and its surroundings there are single finds of Roman
denarii from the 1* century but for the time being not a single hoard dating from the end of
1%t century had been found.”? From the territory of antique Naissus we know of find of 2™
century denarii (337 pieces) from the hoard from Cesta near Aleksinac.”” Imperial coinage
is represented by denarii from Nero to Marcus Aurelius and Lucius Verus (cat. 261-271).
There were also in this hoard the legionary denarii of Marc Antony as well as other
specimens of Republican coins of the 21 century BC that has still been in circulation
because of purity of silver and good weight of denominations. Find from Cesta as well as
the finds from the territory of antique Singidunum (Grocka, Us¢e and Nemenikude)'* and
one find from Mréevci near Cuprija's had been put away in the time of Marcus Aurelius
and Lucius Verus. Circumstances leading to putting away and hiding of coin hoards in
the second half of the 2™ century are of historical character. It was possibly decisively
influenced by the imminent danger of attack of Quadi, Marcomanni and lazyges.
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In the Ni§ museum is housed a part of the hoard of Roman silver coins consisting of
3941 pieces and found at Kamenica near NiS.'" This is one of the largest hoards found
in this area. The hoard contains coins of certain rulers and members of their family from
Nero to Alexander Severus (cat. 272-273). There were also Republican denarii as well as
antoniniani in this hoard. Large hoard from Kamenica belongs to the finds of first half of
3" century indicating period of unrest and barbarian attacks in the Upper Moesia province
but also in neighboring provinces, Lower Moesia, Thracia and Dacia."”

All the hoards until the middle of 3 century contained denarii, which had not been issued
on regular bases after 238 AD and during the reign of Gordian I1I completely disappeared
from circulation. Besides denarii there are also antoniniani in the hoards introduced in
the time of Caracalla, in 215 AD. Antoniniani remained sole silver coins until the time of
Diocletian. They had been minted from very poor metal with low percentage of silver so
they are difficult to distinguish from the bronze coins. After Aurelianus’ monetary reform
in 275 besides other measures of economic and monetary character to the antoninianus
was added denomination in the exergue (cat. 291).'

Among the finds from the later period, from the second half of the 3™ century, the largest
is the find of 20000 antoniniani found in the central town area. Small portion of this find
consisting of 149 specimens including coins of Volusianus, Valerian and Gallienus and
members of their families (cat. 288-290) is housed in the Ni§ museum. Larger segment
of the hoard (2637 coins) is in the National Museum in Belgrade and there are coins from
Philip I to Quietus.”

Diocletian carried out radical monetary reform in 294 AD.* He stabilized issuing of
aureus and introduced silver coin argenteus (cat. 292), which had been minted until the
end of first tetrarchy in 305 AD. Diocletian introduced new type of coin — follis, bronze
coin with poor silver coating, which quickly disappeared in circulation (cat. 293). He set
up one or more mints in each province to cover army expenses and provide even supply of
money for all parts of the Empire. From antique Naissus originates one group find of 181
specimen of follises issued from 294 to 311 AD.* Single finds have been encountered in
the town center (site at Vuk Karadzi¢ School) and at Mediana.” Follises from the time of
tetrarchy are rare not only in the Naissus area but also in other finds from Moesia Prima*
and Pannonia Secunda.”* The finds reveal that there were larger quantities of 4™ century
bronze coins in this area only since 313 AD. These coins were in circulation during the
entire 4™ century and until the middle of the 5™ century.

From the central urban area of Naissus originates siliqua of Constantius II (cat. 295)
that was a jubilee issue of the vota type dated between 25" of December 350 and 6™ of
November 355 AD.>» This type of siliquae is also known only from antique Sirmium.?
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Finds of silver coins from the 4™ and first half of the 5" century are rare not only in our
territory but also in Moesia Prima and Pannonia Secunda. The need for silver as treasure
had been satisfied with silverware and sliver ingots, fact confirmed by finds of silver
plates produced in Naissus (cat 120, 121, 190-192) and Sirmium.”

In the territory of antique Naissus we encountered specimens of gold coins, solidi from
the 4™ and 5™ century on which dominated personality of the ruler. He is invincible and
conqueror of the world. The imperial vota had been celebrated (cat. 295, 298-300). In
the beginning the ruler had been wearing laurel wreath (cat. 292-294) and later on the
diadem (cat. 295-298). The portraits of emperor with military attributes, helmet, spear and
shield (cat. 291, 299, 301, 302) were also common. There are numerous representations
associated with army and military achievements (cat. 292-293). Most often had been
personified military virtue (cat. 293), military and Roman glory, harmony of rulers (cat.
298) and victory of the ruler (cat. 296297, 301-302) but later on Christian elements,
cross and Christogram gradually prevailed (cat. 299-302). Victory holding long cross
is represented on the solidi of Theodosius II issued to honor his vicennalia. This type
remained in use for rather long time also during the reign of Theodosius’ heirs but with
legend VICTORIA AVGGG (cat. 301-302). On the solidus minted in Aquileia in 425 is
represented Galla Placidia in formal dress with necklace and earrings and pearl diadem
as she is crowned by divine hand, manus dei. Galla Placidia has Christogram on right
shoulder (cat. 300).

Numerous coin finds from the territory of antique Naissus indicate that currency from almost
all mints had been in circulation. From the 1% to the middle of the 3™ century predominated
mint in Rome that was in this period practically the only mint in the Empire. From the
middle of the 3" century, from the time of Aurelian and Probus the mint in Siscia had
become significant for supplying currency for this region. The same is the case with mint in
Thessalonica.” In the coin hoards is conspicuous that this mint had been particularly active
during the 4™ century. The mint in Heraclea played significant role already from the final
third of the 3™ century. The coins from the mint in Cyzicus occurred in the beginning of the
4" century and they continually arrived during the entire century.?

After division of Roman Empire in Eastern and Western Empire in 395 AD the coins from
both parts had been used in this region as means of payment (cat. 299-302). Many finds
from antique Naissus and its area confirm that coins of almost all Roman emperors and
members of their families that issued coins from the 1% to the 5" century have been in
circulation in this region.

Beginning of Byzantine coinage is related to the Anastasius’ monetary reform in 498 AD
that concluded monetary chaos, which prevailed in the Eastern Roman Empire.** Solidus
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or nomisma maintained purity, weight and basic characteristics of iconography of the
Late Roman coins. Likewise, fractions of solidus, semissis and tremissis (during entire 6™
century) retained on the obverse representation of emperor’s bust in profile (cat. 304). But
bronze coins got new characteristics by introduction of follises with denominations on the
reverse, M for follis, K for semifollis and I for quarter of follis. The emperor’s bust was in
profile until the reform in 538 AD and from that time emperor was depicted en face (cat.
303). On the bronze coins was stated the year of minting that is the year of reign of certain
emperor. Many monetary reforms during 6™ — 7™ century did not change the look of coins
considerably (cat. 305-306). The new silver denomination, hexagram was introduced in
the beginning of 615 AD.*

Empire suffered greatest economic and monetary crisis in the 8" century and there are no
coin finds from this period. Measures undertaken in the 9" and 10" century to stabilize
bronze coins were not successful until introduction of so-called anonymous folisses, which
have been encountered in our territory in the end of 10" and, the beginning of the 11™
century. Considerable change of Byzantine coinage happened in the end of 11" century.
Gold coin lost its purity and mixing of metals resulted in diminishing of differences
between gold, silver and bronze coins. Byzantine concave coin, so-called scyphate had
been minted from the 11" to the beginning of the 13 century (cat. 308-309).*

Early Byzantine coins from the 6" and 7" century are from iconographic point of view
inferior and stereotypical, so to say undistinguished. Christian symbols had been more
and more prominent from the time of Justinian (685-695 and 705-711). They include
representations of cross, Virgin and Christ.

In the period between the 9™ and 11™ century heavenly and mundane authority had become
inseparable and it could be noticed on coins in iconography as well as in the legends (cat.
308-309).

Finds of Byzantine coins are not very frequent in NiS. However, coins had been
encountered in the course of archaeological investigations or most often as chance finds.
For the time being most of them had been found in the town itself especially at the sites
Tvrdjava, Jagodin-mala and St Panteleimon. Bronze coins are predominant but there are
also gold and silver specimens. Most of them had been minted in Constantinople, capital
of Byzantine rulers, where mint had been working continuously for many centuries. There
are also few specimens minted in Nicomedia, Thessalonica and Cyzicus. Finds from the
Early Byzantine period (end of 5" — 6™ century) are numerous while finds from later
period are sporadic until ascending to the throne of Comnenus Dynasty (1081-1185).
Most coin pieces date from the time of Manuel I Comnenus (cat. 310). Byzantine coins
remained in circulation in this area until the occurrence of coins of Serbian rulers.

EPIGRAPHIC MONUMENTS

Romans like in other conquered regions carried out gradual Romanization of the
autochthonous population in the area of antique Naissus and its surroundings. This process
is well confirmed by monuments with inscriptions written in Latin language and script.
From these monuments we can find out that population in the course of time accepted
language of the Romans, their religion, customs, script and other achievements of Roman
culture and civilization.

The initial period of development of the antique town of Naissus is not known to us very
much. Thanks to the data in inscriptions of two soldiers from auxiliary troops whose
monuments have been discovered in the town more light is shed on that period. From
one of the inscriptions we are informed that by the end of the 1 century AD in Naissus
was the garrison of cohors I Cilicum which stayed in town until 134 AD when it was
transferred to the Danube.! From other monument we have information that discharged
soldier, veteran of the cohors I Cretum lived in Naissus in the end of the 1% century.? Stay
of one veteran in Naissus in that time speaks indirectly about the progress of the town, as
it was customary for discharged soldiers to settle in larger centers of the provinces where
they served their military service. According to this the town of Naissus must have had at
that time civilian settlement besides military camp.

From the middle of the 2™ century the garrison in Ni§ consisted of I Dardanian cohort
(Cohors I Dardanorum). This military unit is confirmed on the monument of soldier
Caius Iulius Severus.® In the 3™ century same unit is confirmed on the bricks stamped
coh(ors) I Aur(elia) Dard(anorum) Ant(oniniana).* There are many monuments in Ni§
from the beginning of the 3™ century where soldiers of legion VII Claudia and IV Flavia
are mentioned. After the middle of the 4™ century there is no information about military
garrison in Naissus. The assumption that cohors I Dardanorum stayed in Naissus until the
end of antique period is not confirmed in inscriptions. However, we have valuable data
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about army in Naissus thanks to the monument erected by Aurelius Ampelius, tribune of
the unit of Batavi (#ribunus Batavorum).” There is no precise date in the inscription when
this unit stayed in town but it was most probably during the one of Constantine’s frequent
sojourns in Naissus.°

Valuable data for studying of cults and religion in this area are provided by votive
monuments like altars. The most of so far discovered votive monuments were dedicated
to Roman deities Jupiter, Juno, Diana, Fortuna etc. Many of them were dedicated to the
supreme Roman deity either as sole divinity /(ovi) O(ptimo) M(aximo) or to Jupiter jointly
with other deities. On the altar erected by Caius Iulius Victorinus soldier of the legio VII
Claudia and beneficiary there is a dedication addressed to Jupiter and queen Juno, (lovi
Optimo Maximo et Iunoni Reginae).

Side by side with official Roman cults there were respected also the cults of Greek and
oriental deities. Soldiers, merchants and slaves had brought them in this region. Thus,
on the basis on written monuments we have confirmation for venerating of Greek deities
Asclepius (cat. 72) and Hygieia (cat. 73) as well as oriental deities with dedication Domna
et Domnus.

Confirmation of veneration of local deities is registered on the altar from Naissus made of
red sandstone with dedication ATTAE SACRUM.? Atta is unknown local deity. On still
another altar was dedication Dei Mund(ritus).’

Particularly significant is votive monument erected by Marcus Aurelius Posidonius an
officer (decurion) in the municipium of Naissus.!? It is probable that other two decurions
mentioned in inscriptions from Naissus, Aurelius Vitalis'' and Aurelius Lupus' had also
been officers in the town although Naissus is not explicitly mentioned on the monuments.
It is significant that all three officers have family, gentile name Aurelius, which could be
connected with few emperors from the 2™ and 3™ century.

Interesting and rare finds are also lead ingots and military diploma. Lead ingots, massa
plumbea, were final products of mines and foundries from the territory of antique Naissus
that had been imperial property, metallo Imperatoris Augusti. On the ingot from Zu&
near KurSumlija dating from the end of 1% century the supervisor of a mine Q(uintus)
Gn(orius?) is mentioned (cat. 312).1

Roman military diplomas are imperial decrees that guaranteed to the soldiers recruited
in the areas out of Italy and not Roman citizens certain rights after completion of army
service. Hence, military diploma confirmed acquisition of civil and matrimonial rights
(civitas and conubium). Original of the diploma as we can find out from the text was in
Rome on the wall behind the temple of divine August and next to Minerva’s temple and
it included the names of soldiers who according to imperial decree acquired rights. The
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soldiers served in auxiliary troops, praetorian cohorts and completed their career with
distinction. This decree gave them the right to marry (ius conubium) only with one and
first wife to whom they had already been married according to the foreigners’ custom.
These rights also belonged to the already born children. Military diploma, a copy, was
given to each veteran individually with his name only. Diploma consists of two joined
bronze plates and inscription was engraved on all four sides. On the front side of first
plate is engraved the text of the decree starting with names of emperors Elagabalus and
Alexander Severus and their divine origin and titles are quoted. Text continues with the
mentioned data about discharged soldiers, units they served in and rights they got. The text
from the external side of first plate was transversally engraved on two internal sides.'* On
the external side of second plate are names of seven Roman citizens, witnesses testifying
that the text is true copy of the original.

Our military diploma belonged to Caius Aurelius Valens, discharged soldier, veteran of
seventh praetorian cohort. This diploma is copy of the decree of emperors Elagabalus and
Alexander Severus dating from the 7" of January 222 AD (cat. 313).
